Purpose of this Environmental 
Assessment (EA)

Ā The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires 
consideration of the environmental consequences of a 
federal action before the action is taken

Ā An Environmental Assessment is prepared to determine if 
an environmental impact may occur in any of the NEPA 
defined categories

Ā Provides an in-depth review of the potential environmental 
impacts for the proposed action and alternatives to those 
actions

Ā Provides disclosure of the alternatives, potential impacts 
and potential mitigation to the public and decision makers
