FAA DISCUSSION REVEALS NEW INFORMATION

FAA reiterated their focus on safety and accessibility
* They evaluate alternatives based on ability to maximize
accessibility while maintaining an appropriate level of safety

FAA will require consideration of alternatives other than CGR to
ensure the ALP reflects the best alternative (accessibility/safety)
* Obligated to maximize benefit of federal investment (access)
* ASE agreed with this concept when they accepted federal
money (grant assurances)

ALP ALTERNATIVES/CONSIDERATIONS
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CONDITIONS HAVE CHANGED

Since Adoption of Resolution No. 105-2020, the physical deterioration of
the runway and corroborating Engineering Report conclude:

e Overlaying the runway is no longer an option, it must be rebuilt;
therefore, leaving the runway in its current location No Longer....

o Reduces closure time by 50% (one 4-month summer closure vs 2)
v/ Similar timeframe as same process/effort to reconstruct runway in either location

o Reduces construction cost by approximately S40M
v/ Similar cost as the same process/effort to reconstruct runway in either location

o Overlay vs demolition and rebuild saves carbon footprint (embodied carbon is CO,
produced maintaining the building and eventually demolishing it, transporting the

waste, and recycling it)
v’ Similar carbon footprint as same process/effort to reconstruct runway in either location
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EQUIVALENT LEVEL OF SAFETY

Shifting runway closer to Shale Bluff could raise safety concern, however
evidence was presented that shifting the runway center line by only 80
feet did not raise any FAA operational approach and departure safety
concerns
